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Purpose of this template

The purpose of the Post Implementation Declaration is to confirm that the equipment and implementation requirements for an activity definition have been met. The ACP should keep a copy of the completed Post Implementation Declaration for each implementation as evidence to be checked at audit.

ACPs must ensure the purchaser is provided with the ACP’s contact details and details of the complaints resolution process including contact details, as required in the ESS Minimum Requirements of Conduct and PDRS Method Guide.

Home Energy Efficiency Retrofits (ESS) – all activity definitions

Accredited Certificate Providers (ACPs) must use a Post Implementation Declaration to evidence that the equipment and implementation requirements of the applicable activity definition have been met. See the Home Energy Efficiency Retrofits Method Guide for further information.
